MECHANICAL 
Boom – Spring-loaded, locking levers without loose 

pins. Shall absorb torque of operation 
without applying torques to operator. 
Locking gas spring-balanced boom & head 
assembly shall required less than 30 lbs of 
lift from the operator to place on valve. 
Must be able to reach above and around 
obstacles such as parked vehicles and 
fences.  

Control Panel – Analog torque gauge, LED digital 
reversible and resettable counter with 
daylight screen.   

Drive – Unit shall be direct drive without 
mechanical gear reduction that allows for a 
direct connection to the wrench for a 
comfortable working height for various 
sizes of workers.  

Power Pack – Engine shall be a minimum of 14 hp.  
 
LED LIGHT BAR PREPARATION  
A mounting bar for a 4-foot long Programmable 
LED light bar shall be designed into the trailer 
construction. The light bar mounting shall be 
approximately 6’-6” above pavement height.  
Additionally, a cigarette lighter receptacle shall be 
wired into the switch circuit to be used to energize 
the light bar.

Supporting documents including catalog cuts, 
photographs and specifications shall accompany all 
bids.  
 
PAY ITEMS 

1. Valve Exerciser: The equipment shall 
be paid for at the contract LUMP SUM 
amount for the item “Valve 
Exerciser”. Payment will include 
furnishing, transporting a trailer-
mounted water valve exerciser with LED 
light bar according to the specifications 
to the Aztec Public Works Dept. at 610 
Western Drive, Aztec, NM, 87410 and 4 
hours of instruction by a factory 
representative to train Aztec City Staff in 
the proper operation of the equipment.  
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
